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REFUGEE AWARENESS FOR INCLUSIVE COMMUNITIES WORKSHOP  

December 8th, 2018; 9:00 AM - 12 PM at Inglewood Christian Reformed Church.    

Inglewood CRC has recently committed to privately sponsoring and supporting refugees 

during their first year of resettling in Edmonton. As such we want to be a welcoming and educated 

community to these newcomers who have a lot to adjust to when resettling here. We would like 

to invite you to join us to learn more about the pathways and contexts that refugees are coming 

from in order to be as welcoming and supportive as possible. If your church or group is sponsoring 

refugees or has newcomers as a part of your community the following workshop may be helpful:  

Refugee Awareness for Inclusive Communities is a project by the Centre for Race and 

Culture to provide accurate and comprehensive information about refugees to host communities. 

This free educational workshop will support individuals and organizations in understanding the pre-

migration experiences of refugees, offer practical tools for working with refugee families, and 

provide ideas for creating welcoming and inclusive environments that ensure sustainable and 

successful resettlement of refugees in Alberta.
